Turkey Chili 

 
1 lb. of Ground Turkey or beef 

2 15 oz. cans of tomato sauce 

1 can of mild Bushôs chili beans or vegetarian beans 

1 pkg mild chili mix 

½ pkg of dried onion soup 

 

Brown the ground turkey then add tomato sauce and the chili beans or vegetarian beans.  

Mix in the chili mix and the dried onion soup and let simmer until everything is hot all the 

way through. 

 

Simple and nutritious.  You can add other things like garlic or chopped onion in this case 

you would brown these with the ground turkey or beef.
